3. In late 2018, USDA developed a pilot of a technical assistance program for rural hospitals. For 2019 the program
was funded with discretionary USDA funds at $300,000 for a small number (10-12) of hospitals with existing USDA
loans. The 2018 Farm Bill included committee report included language encouraging USDA to expand on this
program. These funds will allow USDA to expand on this much needed program.
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Rural health discretionary spending is relatively small but vitally important
for maintaining access to care for individuals living in rural America. To
better meet these needs, while simultaneously understanding the fiscal
constraints demanded by Congress, NRHA requests a modest, across-the-
board funding increase of 10 percent (unless another amount has
specifically been authorized by law).
